Strategic Land Allocation SPD – Issues following consultation that ideally need to be resolved before consulting on final draft in February/March
1. Vehicular access onto A5130

2. Rat-running along Walton Road (can it be closed to through traffic?)
3. Vehicular access off Walton Road 

4. Is a small amount of housing allowed in Church Farm north of H10 extension – if yes where should it be accessed from (H10 or Walton Road).  If access is allowed off Walton Road what is the max number of houses that can be served?

5. Secondary School?

6. Status of 2 woodlands adjacent to SR1
7. Alignment of eastern grid road extension (in SR3) to enable viable future proofing
8. Canal – alignment?
9. Lorry Park location?

10. Park and Ride location?

11. Golf course relocation

12. Timing of dualling of A421

13. Avoid coalescence with Wavendon (implications for point 4 above)

Other issues:

1. Development Capacity – can Dave do some more detailed masterplanning work to justify why 2500 should not increase now that further land is included in the allocation

2. Have we agreed no residential to be included in Eagle Farm North – this has implications for canal alignment

3. Does the council have agreed position on type of employment in Eagle Farm North – is it a continuation of Magna Park type uses ie B8?
Implications 
Representations on CS will no doubt be made on development capacity, secondary school, canal and lorry park and possibly park and ride in respect of the SLA.  Depending on the views that the inspector makes, this could influence the SPD.  In my mind there are therefore 2 options in terms of taking the SPD forward:

1. Keep wording suitably flexible on the basis of not knowing the outcome of the CS EIP

2. Be clear / explicit about the council’s expectations for the Strategic Land Allocation in terms of the above issues in the SPD and therefore,

2a.  Acknowledge that we may need to formally consult twice on the SPD   (depending on outcome of Core Strategy)

Informal Consultation Summary
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Conclusions

· Regarding questions 3 and 4 pertaining to the location for lorry park and park and ride not 1 comment suggested locating them anywhere in SR2,3 or 4

· Questions 9,10 and 11 (access onto Lower End Road, Newport Road/A5130 and through traffic on Walton Road) delivered the most emphatic NO answers

· The safeguarding of the canal route received a significant amount of  YES answers

· There was very little support for residential development east of Magna Park

· There was significant support for a secondary school to be included
· Combination of bunds, trees, landscaping planting and fences proposed as noise mitigation to A421
Other observations

· Newport Road to be 30mph

· Sad to see golf course go, to be relocated on other side of Lower End Road

· Lorry Park and P+R to go east of Magna Park or near M1 (J13 or J14), between Magna Park and motorway
· Lorry park should be provided no where local

· There is already a p+r at coachway – don’t need another one

· No further need for p+r on east side of MK (few responses say same thing)
· No more traffic should be allowed access onto Walton Road

· No more than 10-15 large deluxe properties allowed access off Lower End Road

· Lower End Road needs needs speed humps to prevent people cutting through from Kingston to Bedford

· Low density housing should occur next to Lower End Road to be in keeping with the rest of Wavendon

· Lower End Road should be improved with better lighting, redway/cycle path

· Must protect the character of Wavendon Village

Key points from internal / service provider workshop on 21 November

· Playing pitches must not be part of floodplain

· Education require easy access for schools from existing road network – has implications for access road required off Newport Road
