Meeting Commenced 7:35pm.
2. Public Session 
SHLA Update by Michael Moore MKC Planning
Strategic Housing Land Availability Assessment (technical document government requirement) – assesses housing potential of areas.  Not decision making document.  Currently have local plan but moving to new development plan systems (The  Housing Land Availability Statements were the previous equivalent documents).  2400 dwellings in total in rural areas are required, 1150 still to find Newport Pagnell, Olney and Woburn Sands main areas and then Hanslope, Bow Brickhill and Sherrington.  The SHLA report will be published in October 09; the core strategy is due in spring 2011 and local development framework will follow. 
The map that has been produced showing areas nominated for potential development was studied.  There was great concern about the Cleeve land that appears on the SHLA map as a potential site for development due to the nature in which this land was sold and that there is an order on the land BBPC will forward a letter to Bob Wilson MKC to object to this; as will PBB (copy to be forwarded to PC).

4. Confirm Minutes held on Thursday 10th September 2009

RF signed the minutes as a true and accurate record of events.
5. Matters Arising from these minutes

Dog Fowling – JS has contacted council again about the concerns and requested the warden patrol however this is unlikely, a notice has been put in Parish News. GH will print off  a poster for the Pavilion

Planters – Clerk has sent request to MKC Beverley wished to give a vote of thanks to Diana Kesterton and Gill Canell for managing the planting in the planters as they always look lovely.
Hand rail footpath – Is on the list in top 10 priority jobs and will hopefully be repaired soon.
Eco House – The meeting has been re-scheduled to 3rd November JS will contact to see if comments could now be accepted.  RF or GH may be able to attend.   

Risk Assessment for pavilion - The draft has been done and is now being finalised.
Review of changing rooms – BBFC Requested this be done out prior to their using the facilities, KL carried this out and the signed document will be held on file.

Maintenance & Decorators – JS to follow up. 

Cleaner – Gerald is seeing consultant with the view to returning to work, JS to inform him of procedure to return and contact David as necessary. 
Block Booking – Dance Group - they are re-assessing their requirement and have requested to pay on the day however the procedures state that the forms require completion and a deposit taken KL and Gill to go back to them.
Notice board – Alan Wilkins has complained to RF as he had not received notification of the board.  JS had received a phone call from Mr Grant and sent a letter of response to this.  The board is now in place, The lettering is in black which was a missed error on the order however it was felt that this would be fine.  Notices displayed – It was discussed if commercial notices could be placed if they were community linked a policy should be looked into.
6. Report on meeting with AFC Brickhill Rangers and BBFC on 17th September 2009
BBFC have requested a hatch to serve refreshments – Quotes will be looked into.

AFC installing full size goal posts – not a requirement for this season but will be for the next season this will require metal posts being put into the ground (goal sleeves).  It was agreed by all present that this could go ahead, they will need to be marked for verti-draining.
BBFC – Felt that they were being over charged at £40.00, the council pitches are appx £51.50 (not inc VAT) for a fortnightly block booking and casual rate £80.00.  BBFC have financial difficulties, they are looking to play 8 to 10 games this season. Discussions were held and it was proposed that the rates are fair for the usage and facilities however due to the team’s current financial circumstances a reduction would be considered. SA proposed £35.00 BT seconded all present agreed.  
Contract – BBFC have requested a contract for their usage.  It was agreed that a document for a casual contract be produced including the rate and time of payment with a termination date and notification of fixtures to be given. 

AFC contract will be up for renewal in 2010.  KL proposed that both teams project their requirement for the future so these details can be taken into consideration when the renewal is due as this will have implications on maintenance issues, changing rooms and the cost for hire.

7. Correspondence
Parish Precept – Second payment paid on 17th September £6,500.00.
Sustainable Transport and Road Safety Forum (STARS) – Meetings arranged for 26th November, 4th February 2010 and 7th April 2010; Agenda items for the next meeting to be submitted by 13th November 2009.
Maintenance on Footpath – from 2 to 40 Station Road to remove existing footway and laying of new materials.
Pavement Parking – BT forwarded a complaint about a vehicle consistently parking on the bus stop outside Grovesbrook. – Police have spoken to the owner of the vehicle and it has moved off the bus stop.  – Another issue of concern with residents is that there is not signage and the bus does not always stop.  DH will raise this with Stuart Simmons however concern was raised about more street furniture in that area.
Bus Service – The bus to Woburn Sands failed to arrive again leaving residents unhappy, this has been reported to MKC

NAG – Due to a poor turnout the NAG meeting had to be cancelled, a new meeting has been scheduled for 19th November and it has been requested that a member from each Parish Council attend and any other village representatives – Names to be forwarded to PC Stuart Folwell. – No names were forwarded to attend.  The village has been informed and no one has come forward.  
The Police also advised they would endeavour to have an open session each month prior to the Parish Council Meeting for residents to drop in and raise their concerns however this has not occurred in September or October JS to contact police.  Following the local burglaries there may be a way to tackle this by joining the NAG.  
School Bell – Odette Holland informed clerk that the bell is not working on the school clock – JS to contact Smith of Derby.

Network Rail Plans – A National Centre is due to open in Milton Keynes.

Nampak Planning Exhibition – WSTC will be holding two public exhibitions of the plans on Saturday 10th October from 10:00 to Noon in the Institute and Tuesday 13th October from 6:30 to 8:30pm in the Memorial Hall.

Ringmaster Warnings – There have been a few burglaries in and around the area over the past month.  Police can issue pens to mark items in the home.
Poppy Wreath – This has been ordered, GH will lay the wreath at the service.
8. Chair Report – Copy attached
Moles and Rabbits – A mole man has been to have a look and these can be managed.  The rabbits are predominantly along the ditch which needs clearing to allow access to the burrows.  The hedges also need attendance.  RF proposed that quotes be obtained.  Marcus Young, Kings Landscapes, KL will look for another contractor.
Energy Contracts – E.on – Tree feeder, if the contract is combined for Gas and Electric for the pavilion and the tree feeder a saving of appx £1000 per year could be made.  RF proposed that we sign a 12 month contract with E.on to be paid by direct debit – BT seconded all present agreed.

Pavilion expenditure - this has been detailed on the report.

Youth Group – The access to the hut is very poor as there are large items in the area which are a trip hazard.  These will need clearing.  The table tennis table is now being stored at the back of the chair cupboard.  Research is going into providing a new shed for the youth club storage.  BBASC have been asked to clear space for other groups in the main shed.   BBFC have offered to bring a trailer to assist in moving the equipment from the large shed for football storage and both groups will share the shed which will remove their equipment from outside the back door of the pavilion.

It was felt that the situation could be managed for the time being and there is a toilet in the ref’s room that could be used by visitors during the match.
