ILLEGAL PARKING OUTSIDE SCHOOL
Further to our paragraph about illegally parked cars in the Newsletter last week, we have been in touch with the Police who have given us the following information to pass onto parents.
The Highways Act s.137 states that:

“….It is an offence for a person, without lawful Authority or excuse, in a way wilfully to obstruct the free passage along the highway of whatever type.”

The term highway includes public footpaths, public bridleways and public carriageways.  This includes outside our gates, or cars parked too near the bollards so vehicles cannot pass.  If the police see any vehicles parked in this way they can issue a £30 on-the-spot fine.
